'SPARKS' is a temporary programme of
new media and light based
contemporary art commissions, it's
just one of the projects in the council's
Make It Real cultural programme.
Artists have been selected to produce
site specific art installations for
Canterbury, Whitstable and Herne Bay.
For Herne Bay, internationally
renowned artists, Vong Phaophanit
and Claire Oboussier are creating a
series of neon art works, entitled 'Bay
Windows' to be situated in various
sites around the town from 26
November 2005 to 24 February 2006.
Cards have been distributed around

various retailers, schools and offices in
Herne Bay. They ask people to name
their dream destinations, whether it's
Colwyn Bay, St. Tropez, Cape Town,
Bali, the Moon, or Dawlish.  Claire and
Vong will then have a selection of
those destinations reproduced in
various colours of neon and installed
in locations around Herne Bay,
indoors and out.
